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ВВЕДЕНИЕ
Предлагаемое пособие «Английский для международно-правовой деятельности» адресовано студентам, обучающимся по направлению «Юриспруденция», и направлено на формирование следующих компетенций, предусмотренных ФГОС ВО: ПК-13 («способность правильно и полно отражать результаты профессиональной деятельности в юридической и иной документации»), ПК-15 («способность толковать нормативные правовые акты»), ПК-16 («способность давать квалифицированные юридические заключения и консультации в конкретных видах юридической деятельности»).

According to Bentham’s definition, international law is a collection of rules governing relations between states. Nowadays it is a rapidly developing complex of rules and principles, practices and assertions together with increasingly sophisticated structures and processes. In general, international law provides normative guidelines as well as methods, mechanisms, and a common conceptual language to international actors—i.e., primarily sovereign states but also increasingly international organizations and some individuals. The range of subjects and actors directly concerned with international law has widened considerably, moving beyond the classical questions of war, peace, and diplomacy to include human rights, economic and trade issues, space law, and international organizations. 
International law is an independent system of law existing outside the legal orders of particular states. It differs from domestic legal systems in a number of respects. For example, although the United Nations (UN) General Assembly, which consists of representatives of some 190 countries, has the outward appearances of a legislature, it has no power to issue binding laws. Rather, its resolutions serve only as recommendations—except in specific cases and for certain purposes within the UN system. Also, there is no system of courts with comprehensive jurisdiction in international law. 
International law is a distinctive part of the general structure of international relations. In response to a particular international situation, states usually consider relevant international laws. Although considerable attention is often focused on violations of international law, states generally are careful to ensure that their actions conform to the rules and principles of international law, because acting otherwise would be regarded negatively by the international community. States that breach international rules suffer a decline in credibility that may be bad for their future relations with other states. International law also provides a framework and a set of procedures for international interaction, as well as a common set of concepts for understanding it.

When discussing the laws that govern the activities between nations, there are three types of international law that can be distinguished: public international law, private international law, and supranational law.
Public International Law
Public international law is one example of international law, and it deals with those nations and persons that may be affected by those particular laws. Aspects of public international law concern:
· Customary public international law, which involves regular state practices that rely onopinion juris, which is the belief that an action is carried out because of a legal obligation to do so.
· Globally accepted standards that govern behavior.
· Legal codes that are written into agreements referred to as treaties.
International institutions and intergovernmental organizations whose members are states have become a principal vehicle for making, applying, implementing and enforcing public international law, especially since the end of World War II. 
Private International Law
Private international law is different from public international law in that it governs private conflicts between individuals or legal entities, rather than between the states. Private international law determines the jurisdiction that has authority to hear a legal dispute, and which jurisdiction laws should be applied to the situation. Private international law is sometimes referred to as conflict of laws. Conflict of laws can also refer to conflicts between states in a federal system, such as the USA.
Corporations in particular are commonly involved in private international law disputes because they frequently transfer their capital and supplies across international borders. The more business that is carried out between nations, the more likely a dispute will arise.
For instance, if Company A operates in both the U.S. and Canada, and a legal dispute arises, then private international law will determine which country has jurisdiction over the dispute and, consequently, which laws should be taken into account when arguing the facts of the case. This will help the company to understand if its Canada branch or its U.S. branch should be involved in arguing the case.
Supranational Law
Supranational law refers to the situation wherein nations surrender to the court their right to make certain judicial decisions. The decisions made by a court appointed by supranational law take priority over the decisions that are made by national courts. An example of international law that follows the rules of supranational law is that which is represented by the European Union (“EU”), an organization that deals in international treaties and that uses a supranational legal system. The European Court of Justice rules over all of the courts within the member states of the EU in accordance with European Union law.
International Criminal Law
International criminal law is a subsect of public international law that works to punish those who commit crimes of a more severe nature that often attack large groups of people. Examples of crimes that would be handled by international criminal law include:
· Genocide
· Crimes against humanity
· War crimes
· Crime of Aggression (a specific crime wherein someone plans, begins, or carries out an act of aggression through the use of state military force and that violates the Charter of the United Nations).
To understand international criminal law, it is first important to understand its components. First, international law rules over the relationships between and responsibilities of interacting countries. Next, criminal law establishes what is and is not considered a crime, and then sets up respective punishments for those crimes. International criminal law combines the two by having international law at its core, which dictates the rules, and consequences akin to those that would be suffered by those responsible for committing serious crimes.

   National systems involve several legal subjects such as citizens, foreign people living in the state, corporate bodies and state institutions (if they are endowed with legal personality). The primary subjects in national legal systems are individuals. However, the primary subjects of the international community are states, but not individuals. They represent entities which control territory, deal with lawmaking and play executive functions. Other subjects control the territory for a limited period of time. As for states, they have full legal capacity, so they are vested with rights, powers, and obligations. Nowadays there are  200 states. Despite the fact that all states are equal, some of them have strong  economic and military systems and thus they hold authority in the international community.
Another type of international subjects is called insurgents. They always oppose to the state where they live. It is difficult for the international community to accept them as they use force. So their existence is provisional: they can win and becomelegal states or lose and disappear. 
    States and insurgents are considered to be conventional subjects of the international community as they have been on the international scene since its inception. In the 20th century and after the World War II other actorsappeared on the international arena, namely, international organizations, national liberation movements and individuals. Theiremergence is a peculiar feature of modern international law. 
All international subjects have a limited capacity in the sphere of international rights and obligations. There are also restrictions on their acts connected with putting into effect their rights and powers or enforcing their rights.

Nowadays treaties play a fundamental role in international relations.Article 38 of the Statute of the International Court of Justice gives a good starting point for the understanding of the sources of international law. According to this article international law finds its origin in the following three sources:
- international conventions of general or particular nature;
- international custom, as evidence of a general practice accepted as law;
- the general principles of law recognized by civilized nations. 

The International Court of Justice in the Hague, the Netherlands
The idea of justice and equity originating in the philosophy of natural law is not to be discarded as a source of international law, since it is the opinion of the International Court of Justice itself that whatever the legal argumentation of the judge, his or her decisions have to be just and in that sense must correspond to justice and equity. Moreover, the judges of the International Court of Justice are expressly authorized to decide a case ex aequoet bono, if the parties agree thereto, i.e. to found their judgments on arguments of equity.
These sources of international law are supplemented by two subsidiary means for the determination of rules of law (Article 38 (1)(d) of the Statute), i.e. by judicial decisions (although even the decisions of the International Court of Justice have binding force only between the parties and in respect of the particular cases submitted to the Court - Article 59 of the Statute) and the teachings of the most highly qualified publicists of the various nations.
Although it is possible to conclude international conventions orally, almost all of them are concluded in written form. Originally, the international treaty rules were either part of customary international law or belonged to the general principles of law; today the rules governing international treaties which are concluded between States in the written form are codified. 
The codification governing this legal area is the Vienna Convention on the Law of Treaties of 1969 which has entered into force on 27 January 1980. Although the Vienna Convention is not applicable to treaties concluded before its entry into force (Article 4) it is de facto applied to those too, since it incorporates – at least to a large extent - customary rules which were already applicable before this date. Moreover, the Vienna Convention applies only in the absence of other applicable agreements and is therefore of subsidiary character.
The Vienna Convention which consists of 85 articles, eight parts and an annex includes and materializes five fundamental legal principles, i.e.
- free consent;
- good faith;
- pacta sunt servanda ( a treaty is binding upon the parties);
- rebus sic stantibus (a fundamental change of circumstances jeopardizes the validity of treaties);
- favour contractus (it is better to seek the maintenance rather than the termination of a treaty).
Free consent and good faith are the leading principles which ought to be always followed by States in the course of their relations with one another.
The other major principles which also emanate from the Roman Law tradition apply in particular either to the conclusion of treaties or to the interpretation or application of treaties.

The United Nations (UN) is an intergovernmental organization tasked to promote international co-operation and to create and maintain international order. The organization was established on 24 October 1945 after World War II with the aim of preventing another such conflict. At its founding, the UN had 51 member states; there are now 193. 

The headquarters of the UN is in Manhattan, New York City. Further main offices are situated in Geneva, Nairobi, and Vienna. The organization is financed by assessed and voluntary contributions from its member states. The UN is the largest, most familiar, most internationally represented and most powerful intergovernmental organization in the world.

The UN's mission to preserve world peace was complicated in its early decades by the Cold War between the USA and Soviet Union and their respective allies. The organization's membership grew significantly following widespread decolonization in the 1960s, and by the 1970s its budget for economic and social development programmes far outstripped its spending on peacekeeping. After the end of the Cold War, the UN took on major military and peacekeeping missions across the world with varying degrees of success.

The UN has six principal organs: the General Assembly (the main deliberative assembly); the Security Council (for deciding certain resolutions for peace and security); the Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC; for promoting international economic and social co-operation and development); the Secretariat (for providing studies, information, and facilities needed by the UN); the International Court of Justice (the primary judicial organ); and the UN Trusteeship Council (inactive since 1994). 

UN System agencies include the World Bank Group, the World Health Organization, the World Food Programme, UNESCO, and UNICEF. The UN's most prominent officer is the Secretary-General, an office held by Portuguese politician and diplomat António Guterres since 2017. Non-governmental organizations may be granted consultative status with ECOSOC and other agencies to participate in the UN's work.

The European Committee Treaty is directly applicable in every Member State. Accession to the Community limits the power of national governments and affects national sovereignty – the power to govern. 
Community law has supremacy over national law. This supremacy was established in the case of Costa v ENEL (Case 6/64) ECR 545. The single European Act 1986 made provisions creating an obligation on the Community to take the necessary measures to achieve the Internal Market. 
There five types of legal act which the Community may use:

The idea of human rights suggests that if the public discourse of peacetime global society can be said to have a common moral language, it is that of human rights. Human rights can be classified and organized in several different ways. At an international level the most common categorization of human rights has been to split them into civil and political rights, and economic, social and cultural rights.
Civil and political rights are enshrined in articles 3 to 21 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR) and in the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR). Economic, social and cultural rights are enshrined in articles 22 to 28 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR) and in the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (ICESCR).
 The United Nations Human Rights Council (UNHRC) is a United Nations body whose mission is to promote and protect human rights around the world. The diplomatic corps is the collective body of foreign diplomats accredited to a particular country or body.
The diplomatic corps may, in certain contexts, refer to the collection of accredited heads of mission (ambassadors, high commissioners, and others) who represent their countries in another state or country. As a body, they usually only assemble to attend state functions like a coronation, inauguration, national day or State Opening of Parliament, depending on local custom. They may also assemble in the royal or presidential palace to give their own head of state's New Year greeting to the head of state of the country in which they are based.
The term is sometimes confused with the collective body of diplomats from a particular country – the proper term for which is diplomatic service. The diplomatic corps is not always given any formal recognition by its host country, but can be referenced by official orders of precedence.
In many countries, and especially in Africa, the heads and the foreign members of the country offices of major international organizations (United Nations agencies, the European Union, the International Committee of the Red Cross, agencies of the African Union, etc.) are considered members – and granted the rights and privileges – of the diplomatic corps.
In some countries, the longest-serving ambassador to a country is given the title Dean, or Doyen, of the Diplomatic Corps and is sometimes accorded a high position in the order of precedence. In New Zealand, for example, the dean takes precedence over figures such as the deputy prime minister and former governors-general. In some places the role of senior diplomat is given to the head of the mission of the Holy See referred to as the apostolic nuncio, see below.
The diplomatic corps may also cooperate amongst itself on a number of matters, including certain dealings with the host government. In practical terms, the Dean of the Diplomatic Corps may have a role to play in negotiating with local authorities regarding the application of aspects of the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations and diplomatic immunity, such as the payment of certain fees or taxes, since the receiving country is required not to discriminate between states. In this sense, the dean has the role of representing the entire diplomatic corps for matters that affect the corps as a whole, although this function is rarely formalized.

Legal Systems of the World
The contemporary legal systems of the world are generally based on one of four basic systems: civil law (Roman-Germanic legalfamily), common law (Anglo-Saxon legalsystem), statutory law, religious law, customary law, or combinations of these. However, the legal system of each country is shaped by its unique history and so incorporates individual variations. The science that studies Law at the level of legal systems is called Comparative Law.
Both civil (also known as Roman) and common law systems can be considered the most widespread in the world: civil law because it is the most widespread by landmass, and common law because it is employed by the greatest number of people.
Civil law is a legal system originating in Europe, intellectualized within the framework of Roman law, the main feature of which is that its core principles are codified into a referable system which serves as the primary source of law. 
This can be contrasted with common law systems; the intellectual framework of which comes from judge-made decisional law, and gives precedential authority to prior court decisions, on the principle that it is unfair to treat similar facts differently on different occasions.
Historically, a civil law is the group of legal ideas and systems ultimately derived from the Corpus Juris Civilis, but heavily overlaid by Napoleonic, Germanic canonical, feudal, and local practices, as well as doctrinal strains such as natural law, codification, and legal positivism.
Conceptually, civil law proceeds from abstractions, formulates general principles, and distinguishes substantive rules from procedural rules. It holds case law secondary and subordinate to statutory law. Civil law is often paired with the inquisitorial system, but the terms are not synonymous.
Common law (also known as judicial precedent or judge-made law, or case law) is that body of law derived from judicial decisions of courts and similar tribunals. The defining characteristic of “common law” is that it arises as precedent. In cases where the parties disagree on what the law is, a common law court looks to past precedential decisions of relevant courts, and synthesizes the principles of those past cases as applicable to the current facts. If a similar dispute has been resolved in the past, the court is usually bound to follow the reasoning used in the prior decision (a principle known as stare decisis). 
If, however, the court finds that the current dispute is fundamentally distinct from all previous cases (called a "matter of first impression"), and legislative statutes are either silent or ambiguous on the question, judges have the authority and duty to resolve the issue (one party or the other has to win, and on disagreements of law, judges make that decision). The court states an opinion that gives reasons for the decision, and those reasons agglomerate with past decisions as precedent to bind future judges and litigants. Common law, as the body of law made by judges, stands in contrast to and on equal footing with statutes which are adopted through the legislative process, and regulations which are promulgated by the executive branch (the interactions are explained later in this article). Stare decisis, the principle that cases should be decided according to consistent principled rules so that similar facts will yield similar results, lies at the heart of all common law systems.
The common law – so named because it was "common" to all the king's courts across England – originated in the practices of the courts of the English kings in the centuries following the Norman Conquest in 1066. The British Empire spread its legal system to its historical colonies, many of which retain the common law system today. These "common law systems" are legal systems that give great precedential weight to common law, and to the style of reasoning inherited from the English legal system. Today, one-third of the world's population lives in common law jurisdictions or in systems mixed with civil law. 
Statutory law or statute law is written law set down by a body of legislature or by a singular legislator (in the case of absolute monarchy). This is as opposed to oral or customary law; or regulatory law promulgated by the executive or common law of the judiciary. Statutes may originate with national, state legislatures or local municipalities.
Religious law refers to ethical and moral codes taught by religious traditions. Examples include Christian canon law, Islamic sharia, Jewish halakha, and Hindu law.
The two most prominent systems, Canon Law and Sharia differ significantly in that Canon Law is based on a codified Catholic, Anglican and Orthodox law, while Sharia is derived from multiple sources, including analogical reasoning, and juridical consensus. 
Customary law (also, consuetudinary or unofficial law) exists where:
· a certain legal practice is observed and
· the relevant actors consider it to be law.
Custom in law is the established pattern of behavior that can be objectively verified within a particular social setting. A claim can be carried out in defense of "what has always been done and accepted by law." Related is the idea of prescription; a right enjoyed through long custom rather than positive law.
Most customary laws deal with standards of community that have been long-established in a given locale. However the term can also apply to areas of international law where certain standards have been nearly universal in their acceptance as correct bases of action – in example, laws against piracy or slavery (see hosti shumani generis). 
In many, though not all instances, customary laws will have supportive court rulings and case law that has evolved over time to give additional weight to their rule as law and also to demonstrate the trajectory of evolution (if any) in the interpretation of such law by relevant courts.

The legal system in the United Kingdom

The United Kingdom has three legal systems, each of which applies to a particular geographical area. English law and (Welsh law) applies in England and Wales, Northern Ireland law applies in Northern Ireland, and Scots law applies in Scotland. 
While these three systems diverge in the more detailed rules, there are also substantive fields of law which apply across the United Kingdom.
The United Kingdom does not have a single legal system because it was created by the political union of previously independent countries. Article 19 of the Treaty of Union, put into effect by the Acts of Union in 1707, created the Kingdom of Great Britain, but guaranteed the continued existence of Scotland's separate legal system. 
The Acts of Union of 1800, which combined Great Britain and Ireland into the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, contained no equivalent provisions but preserved the principle of separate courts to be held in Ireland, of which the part called Northern Ireland remains part of the United Kingdom.
The Supreme Court of the United Kingdom is the highest court in the land for all criminal and civil cases in England and Wales and Northern Ireland, and for all civil cases in Scots law. The Supreme Court came into being in October 2009, replacing the Appellate Committee of the House of Lords. In England and Wales, the court system is headed by the Senior Courts of England and Wales, consisting of the Court of Appeal, the High Court of Justice (for civil cases) and the Crown Court (for criminal cases). The Courts of Northern Ireland follow the same pattern. 
In Scotland the chief courts are the Court of Session, for civil cases, and the High Court of Justiciary, for criminal cases. Sheriff courts have no equivalent outside Scotland, as they deal with both criminal and civil case loads.
The Judicial Committee of the Privy Council is the highest court of appeal for several independent Commonwealth countries, the British overseas territories, and the British Crown dependencies. 
There are also immigration courts with UK-wide jurisdiction – the Asylum and Immigration Tribunal and Special Immigration Appeals Commission. The Employment tribunals and the Employment Appeal Tribunal have jurisdiction throughout Great Britain, but not Northern Ireland.
European Union law is actively transposed into the UK legal systems under the UK parliament's law-making power, in fulfillment of its EU treaty obligations, not inherently by acts of the European Union Parliament.

PART A.
The predominant sources of law in  the UK are:
· primary legislation known as Acts of Parliament or Statuses which begin life as drafts called Bills;
· secondary or delegated legislation such as statutory instruments, bye-laws, and professional regulations.
A new act is passed in order to:
· update or amend existing legislation;
· legislate for new circumstances;
· ensure UK compliance International or European Union law;
· consolidate laws by bringing together into one statute all the existing statutes in one topic;
· codify rules.
Parliament can enact any law it chooses or repeal obsolete laws which are no longer relevant.
PART B.
The government may proceed to initiate a consultative process by the publication of a Green Paper in which its proposals are set out at an early stage with the intention of attracting public response and comment. 
The government’s White Papers contain their more definite proposals, although these are often published following consultation or discussion with pressure groups, professional bodies, or voluntary organizations. A Bill does not have to be preceded by a White or Green Paper, although it may have been presented for public security, that is, examination, in draft from earlier.
PART C.
All Acts must be submitted to both Houses of Parliament in the draft dorm of a Bill. The legislative process involves three readings in both Houses. At the first reading, the title is read to Members of Parliament (MPs); at the second reading, VPs debate proposals. 
Then a standing committee will scrutinize the provisions in the Bill and may amend it to ensure that it enshrines the principles debated and approved at the second reading. This is reported back to MPs. At the third reading, the Bill is re-presented. 
The Bill then goes through readings in the upper house. The actual drafting of the legislation is undertaken by Parliamentary Council. Finally, a Bill must receive Royal Assent from the monarch before it becomes law on a specified date. In fact, this stage has been reduced to a formal reading of the short title of an Act in both Houses of Parliament and is now a formality.
Government Bills are introduced by the Government; Private Members Bills are proposed by MPs. Both methods may result in Public Acts that govern the general public. Private Acts affect particular individuals or institutions.
